EDL FAQ

What is the class tuition? 

This depends on what classes you are interested in.  The range is from $63.00 to $120.00 per month.

How often do classes meet each week?

Each class meets once a week.

Does EDL offer sewing classes?

We do not offer ongoing sewing classes however we do offer sewing workshops in January so that students that are participating in the Annual Runway Show will be able to construct and alter their designs as needed.

How are missed classes handled?

The student can attend any other class that is not full that week to make the class up.  This should be done within that month unless otherwise arranged.

What will my child accomplish at the end of the classes?

By the end of the school year the student would have a minimum of 5 portfolio pieces, taken part in our annual fashion show and have networked with industry people.  They will have gained a better understanding of what the fashion industry is and their potential role in it.  They will also be exposed to the different options for higher education within the fashion industry.

What types of things will the student learn?

They will learn how to develop a cohesive, relevant apparel collection, how to develop and interpret trends, sense of color usage as it applies to design, and be able to draw clothing that can be constructed on a croquis (fashion drawing).

What is the class size?

The maximum amount of students per class is 8.

What is the experience of the instructors?

The founder has over 20 yrs of apparel industry experience in NYC.  She is a graduate for Fashion Institute of Technology (FIT) in NYC and from AIU in Atlanta, Ga.  In her career it has afforded to travel to over 20 countries to experience different cultures and lifestyles.

How long has EDL been in business?

EDL was founded in 2005.

What are EDL’s success stories?

To date, EDL has students that have been accepted to the following schools, Fashion Institute of Technology (FIT), Bauder Atl, SCAD Atl and Savannah campus, Parson’s NYC, Pratt Institute Brooklyn, Georgia Southern, Art Institute – Atlanta, and University of Ga - Theater Costume Design program.

Do you have any satellite classes or other locations?

EDL host an annual Runway show, which is held every May.  The show is based off of trends that were developed internally by students.  The trends are industry relevant and to date their predictions have been in tune with real world trends.
